Earth Charter + 10 Conference
1- 3 November, 2010 – Ahmedabad, India

Call for Papers 
The Earth Charter has been an important guiding influence on the UN Decade of Education for Sustainable Development.  Its vision of “a global society founded on a shared ethical framework that includes respect and care for the community of life, ecological integrity, universal human rights, respect for diversity, economic justice, democracy, a culture of peace” calls for the effective translation of Earth Charter principles into practice in different areas of life and work and across different sectors-- from business enterprises to formal education.  

The EC+10 Conference in Ahmedabad will be structured around several thematic workshops.  At each workshop the participants will share their ideas and experiences for evolving appropriate techniques, processes and indicators relating to the application of the Earth Charter framework and principles within the larger canvas of education for sustainable development (ESD) and the need for such ethical framework for sustainable world.
Although no papers will be read in the lecture mode at the conference, we welcome participants to submit papers.  The papers should be in English. They should address either one of the workshop themes (click here to see the themes http://www.earthcharterplus10.org/ec_workshopthemes.html) or be on a topic that falls within the scope of the conference theme, namely, an ethical framework for a sustainable world.    
We expect most of the papers to fall in the following categories.  

1. Case studies.  These will be sharing of efforts and experiences of introducing and integrating  an ethical framework and principles in education and communication that should be useful to others in  their ESD efforts

2. Papers on ideas, theories or philosophy of integrating ethical concerns and principles in ESD
3. Papers based on research. 
We are setting up a four-step procedure for processing papers.  

1. Participants will send in a one-page concept note.  If the author would like to make a poster presentation, it should be mentioned in the concept note. 
2. The concept note will be reviewed by a committee. Within two weeks of receipt of the concept note, the author will be informed whether it has been accepted.
3. On acceptance of the concept note, the author will be required to send in a paper not exceeding 3000 words.

4. The paper will then be evaluated by a review panel. The panel will recommend one of the following options for the paper.  
a. To get the paper into shape for 
i. distribution at the conference (All papers accepted will be distributed  to conference participants on CD, and as paper copies in the relevant workshop session.) 
ii. a poster session (if that was requested)

b. The paper could be accepted for inclusion  in the post-conference publication
c. Based on the ideas presented in the paper, the author may be invited to make a brief (3 – 5 minute) presentation at a relevant workshop session. The paper will also be included in the post-conference publication.
Based on the issues raised in the paper, the most appropriate thematic session could be recommended to the author for his/her participation where the ideas presented in the paper may be discussed.
